should be 118,174,21 trihydroxy A*pregnene-3,20-dione, rather
than 118,17a,21 trihydroxy-pregnane-3,20 dione; and that for cor-
tisone should be 17«21 dihydroxy A* pregnene-3,11,20-trione,
rather than 17,21 dihydroxy-pregnane-3,11,20 trione.
